To illustrate the wiring and tubing schematics (Figures 1 & 2) for part 069193 in
conjunction with SMI air stop arms and crossing gates.

Description:

Effective 2/10/93 Air Vacuum Pump (06193) will replace parts 63L©00305 ( air
compressor) and 63L©00345 ( vacuum pump ) which are now obsolete. This new
design allows the 06193 to be utilized as a vacuum pump or air compressor,
dependent on the plumbing configuration. Refer to ( Figure 1-air ) and ( Figure 2-
vacuum) for correct plumbing configuration. The recommended mounting location
is in the engine compartment of the vehicle on the fire wall or in a position to be
bathed in heated air and out of contact with roadway slush to promote
satisfactory operation in cold weather.

*  Use the supplied muffler / filter in the opposite port to minimize valve
contamination.

e  Typical vacuum generated at port 'B' is 14 inches Hg or 28-psia pressure at
port 'A', use accordingly. Note- ports are threaded 1/8-27 NPT.

SMI recommends that hand protection, foot protection, safety glasses, and
hearing protection be worn during any product maintenance process. Other
safety measures may be required, at the installer’s discretion, depending
upon the specific processes involved. This recommendation does not
supersede any shop / garage safety guidelines that are already in place.
