Description:

e Disconnect 12V power source to the stop arm / cross arm (removing the fuse is
normally easiest).

e Open stop/ cross arm and remove cover. (see picture)

e Disconnect wiring (at weather pack or if wired directly) at old module. (picture
above shows wired directly)
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* Remove attaching nuts holding old driver in place. Driver should slide out
of locating vane after all nuts are removed.

* Slide new module into vane and re-attach with previously removed % “
nuts. New module will appear different than old module. An additional
bracket has been added to utilize a 7 Series module in a 6 Series
application.
